GSU HOOP COACHES OUT: 
Grambling State has announced that head men's basket-

ball coach Larry Wright and head 
women's basketball coach David 
"Rusty" Ponton will not be retained 
for the 2008-09 season. "I applaud 
the dedication both head coaches 
have put into their programs during 
their tenure at Grambling," stated 
Grambling State Director of Athletics 
Troy Mathieu. "However, as we 

look to take our basketball programs to a higher level of 
competitiveness, a change in leadership was necessary." 

The university will begin the pro-
cess of conducting a comprehensive 
search to fill both positions. While 
the search is taking place, Senior 
Woman Administrator and Lady Tiger 
assistant coach Sharon Perkins and 
men’s assistant coach Kenny Sykes 
will serve as interim coaches for their 
respective programs.

WEST THROUGH AT ALCORN: 
Alcorn State men's basketball coach Samuel West 

was fired last week after five 
seasons on the job, a school 
official confirmed. West's 
removal coincides with the 
arrival of new athletic director 
Darren Hamilton, who start-
ed Tuesday, replacing interim 
AD Wiley Jones. Alcorn State 
officials would not comment 

further but said a news release with more details would 
be issued on later. West, 52, won 44 games and lost 
103 in his five seasons as the Braves coach. The former 
high school boys coach was an assistant at Alcorn for 
seven years under legendary coach Davey Whitney 
before being named head coach in April of 2003. The 
Braves were 7-24 this season and did not qualify for the 
Southwestern Athletic Conference tournament. The 
Braves started the season 1-13, including 2-9 in SWAC 
play. Alcorn never won more than 11 games under West 
or lost less than 18.

NEW SCSU SOCCER COACH: 
Glad Bugariu has been named women's soccer coach 
at South Carolina State.

ECSU duo leads 2008 "Baad Team"

 A quintet of forwards makes up the men's 
first team and players of the year in four con-
ferences lead the women's team as the BLACK 
COLLEGE SPORTS PAGE selects its top players for 
the just completed 2007-08 basketball season. 
 Dubbed the "Baad Team" of black college 
all-stars – signalling that the selectees are so 
'baad' they're good – this season represents the 
14th year the BCSP has selected its list of all-
Americans.
 Heading the teams are players of the year 
from the CIAA, both from Elizabeth City State, 
one who has garnered a number of awards on the 
national scene.
 Lady Vikings' senior center extraordinaire 
Celeste Trahan has been the most decorated 
black college player on the national scene since 
Shaw guard Ronald Murray was named men's 
NCAA Div. II player of the year in 2002. The 
6-1 Stockton, Ca., native has piled up a number 
of national awards after being named the CIAA's 
player of the year for the second straight season. 
 Trahan, who led NCAA Div. II and all 
black college players in scoring (23.7 ppg.) and 
rebounding (15.7 rpg.), has added the Daktronics 
NCAA Div. II South Atlantic Region's outstand-
ing player award and the Daktronics Div. II 
player of the year award, the first time a CIAA 
women's player has been so honored since 1998 
(Konecka Drakeford, Johnson C. Smith).
 Trahan, who was also named CIAA defen-
sive player of the year, finished her career as 
the first player in women's Div. II history and 
only the fourth player in any division to record 
2,000 points and 1,500 rebounds. She finished 
her career with 2,151 points and 1,542 rebounds 
becoming the first Lady Viking to have her jersey 
retired.
 Based on her great accomplishments, Trahan 
is the BCSP women's player of the year.
  Joining Trahan on the women's first team 
are players of the year from the three other 
HBCU conferences. Tuskegee forward Crystal 
Benton led the Lady Tigers to regular season and 
tournament titles in the SIAC averaging 17.9

points and 10.3 rebounds per game. She gar-
nered both the regular season player of the year 
and tournament most valuable player awards. 
 Coppin State senior guard Shalamar 
Oakley also won both regular season and tour-
nament outstanding player awards. Oakley aver-
aged 17.5 points per game and won the tourna-
ment MVP trophy after leading her second-
seeded Lady Eagles to the title over top-seed 
N.C. A&T. Backcourt mate Rashida Suber, 
who led the Eagles averaging 17.9 ppg. and hit 
the winning shot in the championship game, 
joins Oakley on the first team. 
 SWAC player of the year Candice Thomas, 
a 5-9 sophomore guard who averaged 15.7 
points per game for the regular season champ 
Lady Panthers, rounds out the women's first 
five. 
 All five positions on the men's first team are 
occupied by forwards led by another Elizabeth 
City State product, 6-4 junior guard/forward 
Anthony Hilliard. 
 Coming off an MVP performance in the 
2007 CIAA Tournament, the ball-hawking 
Hilliard matched Trahan leading the CIAA in 
both scoring (19.7 ppg.) and rebounding (11.4 
rpg.) this season to earn conference player of the 
year. He was then named co-player of the year 
in the South Atlantic Region and second team 
Daktronics Div. II all-American. Hilliard is the 
BCSP player of the year.
 Morgan State ran to the MEAC regular 
season title behind the play of conference player 
of the year, forward Jamar Smith. The rugged 
6-4 swingman whose late-season foot injury 
perhaps prevented the Bears from adding the 
league's tournament title, averaged 16.6 points 
and 5.4 rebound per game while shooting 48%

BCSP Notes
"DRC" moving up NFL Draft Boards
 It now appears Tennessee State cornerback Dominique Rodgers-
Cromartie may be the first black college player to be taken in the first 
round of the NFL Draft since 2000. The NFL Draft is April 26 and 27 in 
New York
 "DRC", as he is called, followed up an outstanding all-Ohio Valley 
Conference senior season by proving his mettle against top Div. I wide 
receiver talent at Senior Bowl practices. He furthered his rise up the draft 
charts getting an interception and several tackles while being named 
Defensive MVP at the Senior Bowl game. 
 He perhaps topped it off and separated himself from other cornerback 
prospects by running a blazing time of 4.33 second time in the 40-yard dash 

at the NFL Combine. Already taller than most cornerbacks at 6-foot-2, he also 
finished with the top position marks in four of seven individual drills. His 
38.5-inch vertical jump and quickness in cone drills, which translates well to 
closing speed in coverage, were particularly impressive. 
 The scouts are also impressed by his bloodlines. Cromartie's cousin, San 
Diego defensive back Antonio Cromartie, led the NFL in interceptions last 
season and was particularly noted for a 109-yard return of an interception that 
made all the highlight reels. Many feel DRC has similar ball-hawking skills. 
Many are also comparing him to Deion Sanders. 
 The latest projections have him going early in the first round, perhaps as 
high as in the first ten picks. If so, he'd be the first black college player  to go 
in the first round since Jackson State teammates Sylvester Morris (WR) and 
Rashard Anderson (DB) were taken in the first round of the 2000 Draft.
